	1. Our organisation

	1.1
	We are a charity, community group or faith group based in Scotland with three  or more unrelated trustees. We operate across a geographically defined area and community or community of interest, including faith groups.

	3. Our solar PV quote

	3.1
	We have a quote from our preferred installer that includes the building address, states the PV and battery costs, confirms the capacity of the solar PV (kWp) and battery (kWh), and details the equipment that will be installed, such as  make and model numbers. The rate of VAT payable is also stated.  

	We have submitted a copy of the quote to the CARES portal and checked that it meets the essential requirements.
	
	

	3.2
	Our quoted information matches the details in our ‘Activities’ on the CARES project portal, without contingency.

	We’ve logged onto the CARES project portal and checked they match.
	
	

	3.3
	Our chosen installer is certified through the Microgeneration Certification Scheme (MCS) and they have confirmed the products are certified.

	3.4

The advice from our contractor and research we have undertaken indicates we will benefit from battery storage. We understand our battery capacity in kWh needs to be equal to or less than the solar PV capacity in kW.  

To minimise the risk of oversized battery installations, which can provide limited financial benefits if your battery capacity (kWh) is higher than the PV (kW), the CARES grant will be reduced so that the additional battery capacity, over and above the installed PV capacity, is not funded through CARES. This means you will need to contribute more match funding and be confident of the business case. 

	Our building use means we expect to benefit from a battery and either:

The battery capacity in kWh is less than or equal to the solar PV capacity in kW.
